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Stacy Charles’ Luba: 13 skeins
Needles: #8 and #10 US
Buttons: 4 Large 
Lg Stitch Holders: 5

Sizes	 Bust	 Length	 Sleeve Length
SM	 34”	 22”	 7½”
MED	 38”	 23”	 8”
LG	 42”	 24”	 8”
X-LG	 46”	 26”	 8½”*
		  	 *(will require more yarn)

Gauge: 13 sts and 18 rows to 4” in in st st with #10 needles, 
or size to give gauge. *Be sure your gauge is correct before 
starting garment. If different, go up or down needle sizes to 
obtain correct gauge. 

Back: With #8 needles cast on 56(62, 70)76 sts and work 
in K2, P2 ribing for 3". Change to #10 needles and work in 
st st until pc measures 13(13 ½, 13 ¾)14 ½". Shape raglan 
working decreases as follows: k2, slip1, k1, psso, knit to last 
4 sts, k2tog, k2. Work this dec every other row 20(21,23)26 
times. Leave on holder.

Left Front: With #8 needles cast on 28(31, 35)38 sts and 
work as for back until pc measures 13(13 ½, 13 ¾)14 ½". 
Shape raglan working dec as follows at the beg of the next 
20(21, 23)26th RS row, k2, slip1, k1, psso. AT THE SAME 
TIME, when pc measures 20(21, 22)24",shape neck: Bind 
off 3 sts at front neck edge once then bind off 2 sts at front 

neck edge 1(1, 2) 2 times and 1 st at front neck edge 1(1,1)2 
times. Leave on holder.

Right Front: Work as for Left reversing all shaping and work-
ing decreases at the end of every other RS row by knitting to 
last 4 sts, k2 tog, k2. Leave on holder.

Sleeves: With #8 needles cast on 56(60,60)64 sts and work 
in K2, p2 ribbing for 3". Change to #10 needles and work in st 
st until pc measures 7 ½(8, 8)8 ½", shape raglan as for back. 
Leave on holders.

Closing Frogs (Make 4 of each) With #8 needles cast on 6 
sts and work in K2, P2 ribbing for 2 ½", bind off in rib. With 
#8 needles cast on 6 sts and work in K2, p2 ribbing for 1 
¼". Bind off the center 2 sts and work for 1". Cast the 2 sts 
back on over the cast off sts and work until pc measures 
2 ½", bind off.

Finishing: Lightly steam all pieces. Sew all raglan seams. 
With #8 needles pick up sts along front edges in a multiple of 
4 +2 and work in K2, P2 ribbing for 2", or desired length. Bind 
off on the RS in rib. With #8 needles pick up sts along top of 
ribbed bands and around neck edge, in a multiple of 4+2 and 
work in K2, P2 rib for 9". Fold collar to outside and slip stitch 
into place. Sew solid frogs to left front ending at front edge. 
Space one at center of neck, then space other 3 at top third of 
the sweater. Sew button hole frogs opposite allowing end of 
frog to extend over center front edge ½". Sew on buttons.
